We anticipate over 1,105,000 items will be
moved by the couriers during this fiscal year.

KCMLIN ran three courier delivery vans and
utilized contractual services with 1% Choice Delivery to
reach areas outside the Kansas City Metropolitan
region. We also served as a connecting courier for the
MOBIUS libraries in the Kansas City Metropolitan
region. At this time, through KCMLIN, Get Connected
and COKAMO, KCMLIN library members can ship
items to 552 libraries in Missouri, Kansas and
Colorado.

We replaced one aging Chevrolet Astro van
with a larger Ford 150 Cargo Van. The added size will
be beneficial as we continue to expand throughout the
region.
