A 20% century sociologist and theorist, Marcuse fled Nazi Germany and worked for the
American government during World War II. In the 1950s he re-started his academic career
and became one of the founders of the “New Left,” an intellectual movement critical of both
Marxism and capitalism for perpetuating repressive social orders and the alienation of the
individual. He articulated many of the concerns of the 1960s Counterculture. His books,
Eros and Civilization and One-Dimensional Man were particularly influential in the
development of modern anarchism.
